Final-year students in the Communication and 
Public Relations programme found out the answer 
to this question from a creative young man with 12 
years of experience in Romanian advertising. Tiberiu 
Coman is currently Deputy Creative Director of 
Saatchi & Saatchi + The Geeks group of agencies, 
where he has been working for almost six years. 
Tiberiu Coman started his activity in advertising in 
2011, as a Junior Copywriter at Tempo Advertising, 
in his last year of college and after that he held 
positions in various large agencies in Romania and 
gained some two-year experience as a freelancer. 

 

 
 

Because we live in a world where too many brands 
want to draw our attention and a place in our minds, 
creativity in marketing communication is the only 
way in which they can be heard. Moreover, there are 
also studies having shown that for the advertising 
campaigns awarded for creativity, a degree of 
efficiency that can be estimated at a level 12 times 

higher than that of regular campaigns has been 
proven to exist.

The exhibition brings together the works of six 
contemporary Cuban painters, Eduardo Abela Torras, 
Juan Leo Brower, Yari Delgado, Sándor González 
Vilar, Oscar Javier Jacas, Yasbel Perez Domínguez, 
complete with Sonia Almaguer Darna’s photographs. 

Eduardo Abela Torras (1963), Juan Leo Brower 
(1973) and Sándor González Vilar (1977) are 
graduates of the Academy of Fine Arts of San 
Alejandro. With numerous solo or collective 
exhibitions, the three exhibited in different countries 
and were rewarded for their works. Considered one 
of the best artists of his generation, Eduardo Abela 
Torras received the Award for National Culture in 
2021. 

Yari Delgado (1992) is an illustrator of children’s 
books and more, who collaborates with Cuban and 
foreign publishing houses. She exhibited in Brazil, 
Cuba and Italy, and she won several illustration and 
photography competitions. 

Oscar Javier Jacas (1980) studied painting and 
ceramics. His works can be found in private and 
institutional collections in countries such as Finland, 
Denmark, Germany, Holland, Belgium, Italy, Spain. 

Yasbel Perez Domínguez (1970) studied painting 
and ballet and she graduated from the University of 
the Arts in 1995. She had 14 personal exhibitions in 
Cuba, the USA, France and Puerto Rico, as well as 
eight collective exhibitions in her native country, in 
the USA, France and Uruguay. 

Sonia Almaguer Darna (1971) is a graduate of the 
University of Arts of Havana. She participated in 
several collective exhibitions in Argentina, Cuba, the 
United Kingdom, the United States and Italy, and had

Two young and very talented artists, Ana Dubyk on 
vocals and Sian Brie on guitar, played in front of a 
large audience and engaged in a dialogue the 
audience during the Q&A session that followed the 
concert. Combining the dreamy atmosphere of Ana 's 
compositions with the experimental sounds of Sian's 
guitar, the duo took the audience to a world where 
contrasts managed to harmonize. 

Ana Dubyk studied vocal jazz at the National 
University of Music of Bucharest, and in 2018 she 
graduated with a master’s degree from the jazz 
section of Prins Claus Conservatory of Groningen, 
the Netherlands. She performed in various jazz clubs 
and at festivals in Romania, Holland, New York, 
Germany and the Republic of Moldova. She 
collaborated with musicians from Romania, 
Colombia, USA, Korea, Italy, Spain, France, Lithuania 

and Russia, such as Mircea Tiberian, John Betsch, 
Andrea Caruso, Toma Dimitriu, George Dumitriu, 
Albert Tajti, Michael Acker, Mihai Iordache, etc. Her 
projects include the groups Blue Noise (a cappella), 
From a Quiet Place or Halcyon (project with which 
she released her first album in September 2022). 

 

 
 

After studying at the National University of Music 
of Bucharest, where he was initiated into jazz and 
free jazz by the pianist Mircea Tiberian, Sian Brie 
moved to Berlin. Here he had the opportunity to 
meet and collaborate with important musicians of 
the Berlin scene, such as Christian Lillinger, Horst 
Nonnenmacher or Manuel Miethe. After a year, Sian 
Brie went to London, a city that allowed him to meet 
the musicians with whom he would form the 
experimental group UMAMI. Together with UMAMI, 
Sian Brie gave a series of concerts in Romania, the 
most recent ones being on the stage of Cluj Radio 
Hall and Apollo 111 Theatre of Bucharest. He is a co-
founding member of the experimental music band 
And then This!, and other musicians with whom he 
collaborates include Mircea Tiberian, Maurice de 
Martin, Michael Griener, Mihai Iordache, etc.

TRANSILVANIA UNIVERSITY OF BRAŞOV CONTINUES THE PROGRAMME “PREPARATION FOR 
THE BACCALAUREATE” IN 2023 AS WELL3  AS WELL  
 

The courses of preparation for the baccalaureate 
exam continue to be held at Transilvania University 
of Brașov between March and June 2023, this year 
as well, in a mixed system: with physical presence 
for the Romanian Language and Literature courses 
(T building, in Nicolae Titulescu Aula) and online (by 
accessing the edu.unitbv.ro platform) for 
Mathematics and Computer Science. 

 

 
 

The preparation is offered by the academic 
teaching personnel of Transilvania University of 
Brașov, as follows: in mathematics (Prof. dr. Marin 
Marin, Prof. dr. Radu Păltănea, Assoc. Prof. dr. Florin 
Isaia, Assoc. Prof. dr. Eugen Păltănea, Assoc. Prof. 
dr. Nicoleta Aldea, Assoc. Prof. dr. Diana Savin, 
Assoc. Prof. dr. Gabriel Stan, Lect. dr. Alexandrina 
Proca, Lect. dr. Adelina Manea, Assist. Lect. dr. Adina 
Chirilă, Assist. Lect. drd. Cristina Păcurar; in 
computer science (Assoc. Prof. dr. Laura Ciupală, 
Assoc. Prof. dr.  Adrian Deaconu, Assoc. Prof. dr. 
Lucian Sasu, Assoc. Prof. dr. Silviu Dumitrescu, Lect. 
dr. Ioana Plajer, Lect. dr. Nicoleta Enache-David, 
Lect. dr. Honorius Galmeanu, Lect. dr. Vlad Monescu, 
Assist. Lect. dr. Luciana Majercsik) and in Romanian 
Language and Literature (Prof. dr. Mihai Ignat, 
Assoc. Prof. dr. Stanca Măda, Assoc. Prof. dr. 
Georgeta Moarcăs, Assoc. Prof. dr. Ana Ene, Lect. dr. 
Alice Bodoc, Lect. dr. Dan Țăranu). 

The mathematics courses include notions of 
algebra, mathematical analysis, trigonometry and 
geometry, and the computer science courses include 
knowledge about algorithms, undirected graphs, 
directed graphs and trees, vectors and matrices, 
subroutines, recursion, backtracking, but also 

problems on character strings, effective problem 
solving. 

 

 
 

In Romanian Language and Literature, the 
scheduled activities aim to teach students how to 
stylistically analyse literary and non-literary texts 
and how to use the Romanian language correctly 
and appropriately in different communication 
situations. Moreover, the training courses in 
Romanian Language and Literature are also focused 
on analysing the works of the canonical authors and 
interwar prose writers, on presenting the literary 
currents and ages, and their representative works. 

The courses of preparation for the baccalaureate 
exam can be attended by the 11th and 12th-grade 
students, as well as by any other person who wants 
to take the baccalaureate exam this year. They can 
choose the modules to attend based on their own 
options, and all these training activities are free to 
attend.

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IN MEMORIAM - PROF. DR. ENG. VIRGIL OLARIU (1925 – 1996) 
 

 

 
 

Born in a family of Transylvanian intellectuals and 
educated at traditional schools - Sf. Vasile High 
School of Blaj and the Faculty of Electromechanics 
within the Polytechnic University of Timișoara, 
Professor Virgil Olariu served the Romanian school 
with dignity and devotion, contributing to the 
training of dozens of generations of engineers and 
many researchers. He was an example of verticality 
and professionalism, he was a true teacher, known 
and appreciated by all his guild colleagues. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Continuously oriented towards opening new 

horizons in education, he initiated two new 
engineering specializations at Transilvania 
University of Brașov – Fine Mechanics (1977) and 
Mechatronics (1992). He also started systematic 
research in the field of biomechanics, being among 
the first promoters of this new direction of 
engineering in Europe. 

Prof. dr. Eng. Virgil Olariu made important 
contributions in the field of technical mechanics: 
theoretical and experimental studies on friction in 
bearings, vibration measurements, biosystem 
analysis and modelling (locomotor function), muscle 
rehabilitation activity through electrical stimulation, 
prosthetics and orthotics etc. 

Among his many works, there are worth 
mentioning: 9 treatises issued by prestigious 
publishing houses (Technical Publishing House, 
Didactic and Pedagogical Publishing House, etc.), 21 
university courses, 20 contract-based studies, 16 
invention patents, over 190 published articles.
